The Lord appeared to Abram and
said, “To your offspring I will give
this land.”

“All the land that you see I will
give to you and your offspring
forever.”

“Go, walk through the length and
breadth of the land, for I am giving
it to you.”

He also said to him: “I am the Lord,
who brought you out of Ur of the
Chaldeans to give you this land to
take possession of it.”

On that day the Lord made a
covenant with Abram and said,
“To your descendants I give this
land, from the river of Egypt to the
great river, the Euphrates ...”

“The whole land of Canaan, where
you are now an alien, I will give
as an everlasting possession
to you and your descendants after
you; and I will be their God.”

“The Lord ... spoke to me
(Abraham) and promised me on
oath, saying, ‘To your offspring I
will give this land ...”

“.. to you (Isaac) and your
descendants I will give all these
lands and will confirm the oath I
swore to your father Abraham.”

“May He give you and your
descendants the blessing given to
Abraham, so that you may take
possession of the land where you
now live as an alien, the land God
gave to Abraham.”

... “T am the Lord, the God of your
father Abraham and the God of
Isaac. I will give you (Jacob) and
your descendants the land on which
you are lying.”

“The land I gave to Abraham and
Isaac I also give to you (Jacob),
and I will give this land to your
descendants after you.”

Jacob said to Joseph, “God
Almighty ... said to me ... Twill
give this land as an everlasting
possession to your descendants
after you.”

... Joseph said ... “God will ... take
you up ... to the land He promised
on oath to Abraham, Isaac and
Jacob.”
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“I also established My covenant
with them to give them the land
of Canaan, where they lived as
aliens.”

“And I will bring you to the land
I swore with uplifted hand
to give to Abraham, to Isaac and
to Jacob. I will give it to you as a
possession ...”

“When you enter the land that the Lord
will give you as He promised ...”

“When the Lord brings you into
... the land He swore to your
forefathers to give you ...”

“After the Lord brings you into the
land of the Canaanites and gives it
to you, as He promised on oath
to you and your forefathers ...”

“Honour your father and your
mother, so that you may live long
in the land the Lord your God is
giving you.”
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“Remember your servants
Abraham, Isaac and Israel, to
whom You swore by Your
own self: ‘... I will give your
descendants all this land I
promised them, and it will be
their inheritance forever.”

... the Lord said to Moses, “Leave
this place, you and the people you
brought up out of Egypt, and go up
to the land I promised on oath to
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, saying,
T will give it to your descendants.”

“When you enter the land of
Canaan, which I am giving you as
your possession ...”

“You will possess their land; I will
give it to you as an inheritance, a
land flowing with milk and honey. I
am the Lord your God ...”

“When you enter the land I am
going to give you ...”

“When you enter the land I am
going to give you ...”

“I am the Lord your God, who
brought you out of Egypt to give
you the land of Canaan and to be
your God.”

“... Why do you tell me to carry
them ... to the land You promised
on oath to their forefathers?”

“Send some men to explore the land
of Canaan, which I am giving to the
Israelites ...”

... the nations ... will say ... “The
Lord was not able to bring these
people into the land He promised
them on oath ...”

“... not one of them will ever see the
land I promised on oath to their
forefathers ...”

“Not one of you will enter the land
I swore with uplifted hand to
make your home ...”

“.. After you enter the land I am
giving you as a home ...”

But the Lord said to Moses and Aaron,
“... you will not bring this community
into the land I give them.”

“Aaron ... will not enter the land I
give the Israelites ...”

“.. see the land I have given the
Israelites.”

“Why do you discourage the
Israelites from going over into the
land the Lord has given them?”

... they (the spies) discouraged the
Israelites from entering the land
the Lord had given them.

“... not one of the men ... who came
up out of Egypt will see the land I
promised on oath to Abraham,
Isaac and Jacob ...”

“Take possession of the land and
settle in it, for I have given you the
land to possess.”

“Command the Israelites and say
to them: “.. the land that will be
allotted to you as an inheritance ...”

“See, I have given you this land. Go
in and take possession of the land
that the Lord swore He would
give to your fathers — to Abraham,
Isaac and Jacob — and to their
descendants after them.”
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“See, the Lord your God has given
you the land. Go up and take
possession of it as the Lord, the God
of your fathers, told you. Do not be
afraid; do not be discouraged.”

... they ... reported, “It is a good land
that the Lord our God is giving us.”

“Not a man of this evil generation
shall see the good land I swore to
give your forefathers ...”

“... your children ... will enter the
land. I will give it to them and they
will take possession of it.”

“... the descendants of Esau ...
destroyed the Horites ... and settled
in their place, just as Israel did in
the land the Lord gave them as
their possession.”

“... until we cross the Jordan into the
land the Lord our God is giving us.”

“The Lord your God has given you
this land to take possession of it ...”

“... until the Lord gives rest to your
brothers ... and they too have taken
over the land that the Lord your God
is giving them, across the Jordan ...”
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“...Joshua ... will lead this people
across and will cause them to
inherit the land that you will see.”

“... Follow (the decrees and laws)
so that you may live and may go in
and take possession of the land that
the Lord, the God of your fathers, is
giving you.”

“See, I have taught you decrees and
laws ... so that you may follow them
in the land you are entering to take

possession of it.”

“The Lord was angry with me
(Moses) because of you, and He
solemnly swore that I would not
cross the Jordan and enter the good
land the Lord your God is giving
you as your inheritance.”

“Because He loved your forefathers
and chose their descendants after
them, He brought you out of Egypt
by His Presence and His great
strength, to drive out before you
nations greater and stronger than
you and to bring you into their
land to give it to you for your
inheritance, as it is today.”

“Keep His decrees and commands
... S0 that ... you may live long in the
land the Lord your God gives you
Sor all time.”

“Honour your father and your
mother ... so that ... it may go well
with you in the land the Lord your
God is giving you.”

“... you are to teach them to follow
(all the commands, decrees and
laws) in the land I am giving them
to possess.”

“Walk in all the way that the Lord
your God has commanded you, so
that you may live and prosper and
prolong your days in the land that
you will possess.”

“When the Lord ... brings you into
the land He swore to ... Abraham,
Isaac and Jacob, to give you ...”

“Do what is right and good in the
Lord’s sight, so that it may go well
with you and you may go in and
take over the good land that the
Lord promised on oath to your
forefathers ...”

“But He brought us out from
there to ... give us the land that
He promised on oath to our
forefathers.”

“He will love you and bless you ...
in the land that He swore to your
forefathers to give you.”

“Be careful to follow every
command I am giving you today,
so that you may live and increase
and may enter and possess the land
that the Lord promised on oath
to your forefathers.”

“... praise the Lord your God for the
good land He has given you.”

“It is not because of your
righteousness or your integrity that
you are going in to take possession
of their land; but on account of the
wickedness of these nations, the
Lord your God will drive them out
before you, to accomplish what

He swore to your fathers, to
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.”

“Understand, then, that it is not
because of your righteousness that
the Lord your God is giving you this
good land to possess, for you are a
stiff-necked people.”
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“..the Lord ... said, ‘Go up and take
possession of the land I have given
you.” But you rebelled against the
command of the Lord your God. You
did not trust Him or obey Him.”

“Otherwise (the Egyptians) ... will
say, ‘... the Lord was not able to
take them into the land He had
promised them ...”

“Go,” the Lord said to me, “... enter
and possess the land that I swore
to their fathers to give them.”

“... so that you may live long in the
land that the Lord swore to your
forefathers to give to them and
their descendants ...”

“... the Lord’s anger will burn
against you ... and you will soon
perish from the good land the Lord
is giving you.”

“... so that your days ... may be
many in the land that the Lord
swore to give your forefathers ...”

“You are about to cross the Jordan to
enter and take possession of the land
the Lord your God is giving you ...”

“These are the decrees and laws
you must be careful to follow in the
land that the Lord, the God of your
fathers, has given you to possess ...”

“When the Lord your God has
destroyed the nations whose land
He is giving you, and when you
have driven them out and settled
in their towns and houses, then set
aside for yourselves three cities
centrally located in the land the
Lord your God is giving you to
possess ... divide into three parts
the land the Lord your God is
giving you as an inheritance ...”

“If the Lord your God enlarges your
territory, as He promised on
oath to your forefathers, and gives
you the whole land He promised
them ...”

“Do this so that innocent blood will
not be shed in your land, which

the Lord your God is giving you as
your inheritance ...”

“Do not move your neighbour’s
boundary stone set up by your
predecessors in the inheritance you
receive in the land the Lord your
God is giving you to possess.”

“If a man is found slain, lying in a
field in the land the Lord your God
is giving you to possess ...”

“.. You must not desecrate the land
the Lord your God is giving you as
an inheritance.”

“... Do not bring sin upon the land
the Lord your God is giving you as
an inheritance.”

“You must have accurate and
honest weights and measures, so
that you may live long in the land
the Lord your God is giving you.”

“When the Lord your God gives you
rest from all the enemies around
you in the land He is giving you to
possess as an inheritance ...”

“When you have entered the land
the Lord your God is giving you
as an inheritance and have taken
possession of it and settled in it,
take some of the firstfruits of all
that you produce from the soil
of the land the Lord your God is
giving you ...”

“... I declare today to the Lord ...
that I have come to the land the
Lord swore to our forefathers to
give us.”
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“He brought us to this place and
gave us this land, a land flowing
with milk and honey ...”

“Look down from heaven ... and
bless Your people Israel and

the land You have given us as
You promised on oath to our
forefathers ...”

“When you have crossed the Jordan
into the land the Lord your God is
giving you ...”

“... when you have crossed over
to enter the land the Lord your
God is giving you, a land flowing
with milk and honey, just as the
Lord, the God of your fathers,
promised you.”

“... The Lord your God will bless
you in the land He is giving you.”

“The Lord will grant you abundant
prosperity ... in the land He swore
to your forefathers to give you.”

“... They will besiege all the cities
throughout the land the Lord your
God is giving you.”
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“... For the Lord is your life, and
He will give you many years in
the land He swore to give to
your fathers, Abraham, Isaac and
Jacob.”

“... you must go with this people
into the land that the Lord swore
to their forefathers to give them,
and you must divide it among them
as their inheritance.”

“When I have brought them into
the land ... I promised on oath to
their forefathers ...”

“... I know what they are disposed
to do, even before I bring them into
the land I promised them on
oath.”

The Lord gave this command to
Joshua ... “... you will bring the
Israelites into the land I promised

them on oath ...”

“Go up ... and view Canaan, the
land I am giving the Israelites as
their own possession.”

“... you (Moses) will see the land
only from a distance; you will not
enter the land I am giving to the
people of Israel.”

Then the Lord said to him, “This is
the land I promised on oath to
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob ...”

“... get ready to cross the Jordan
River into the land I am about to
give to them — to the Israelites.”

“... you will lead these people to
inherit the land I swore to their
forefathers to give them.”

“... you will cross the Jordan here
to go in and take possession of the
land the Lord your God is giving
you for your own.”

“... until they too have taken
possession of the land that the Lord
your God is giving them ...”

“... I know that the Lord has given
this land to you ...”

“... the Lord had sworn to them that
they would not see the land that He
had solemnly promised their
fathers to give us ...”

“Your servants were clearly

told how the Lord your God had
commanded His servant Moses to
give you the whole land and to wipe
out all its inhabitants from before

you ...

“... Be sure to allocate this land to
Israel for an inheritance, as I have
instructed you ...”

So Joshua said to the Israelites:
“How long will you wait before
you begin to take possession of the
land that the Lord, the God of your
fathers, has given you?”

“So the Lord gave Israel all the
land He had sworn to give
their forefathers, and they took
possession of it ...”

“The Lord your God Himself will
drive them out of your way ... you
will take possession of their land,
as the Lord your God promised

you.

“.. then ... the Lord your God will
no longer drive out these nations
before you. Instead, they will
become snares and traps for you
... until you perish from this good
land, which the Lord your God has
given you.”
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“But just as every good promise of
the Lord your God has come true,
so the Lord will bring on you all the
evil He has threatened, until He has
destroyed you from this good land
He has given you.”

“If you violate the covenant of the
Lord your God ... you will quickly
perish from the good land He has
given you.”

“... I brought you up out of Egypt
and led you into the land that I
swore to give to your forefathers.
I said, T will never break My
covenant with you ...”

“I snatched you from the power

of Egypt and from the hand of all
your oppressors. I drove them
from before you and gave you their
land.”

“... then hear from heaven and
forgive the sin of Your people Israel
and bring them back to the land
You gave to their fathers.”

“... then hear from heaven and
forgive the sin of Your servants,
Your people Israel. Teach them the
right way to live, and send rain on
the land You gave Your people for
an inheritance.”
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“... so that they will fear You all the
time they live in the land You gave
our fathers.”

“But if you or your sons turn away
from Me ... then I will cut off Israel
from the land I have given them ...
Israel will then become a byword
and an object of ridicule among all
peoples.”

“And the Lord will strike Israel ...

He will uproot Israel from this good
land that He gave to their forefathers
and scatter them ... because they
provoked the Lord to anger ...”

“I will not again make the feet of
the Israelites wander from the land
I gave their forefathers, if only they
will be careful to do everything I
commanded them and will keep the
whole Law ...”

“He remembers His covenant
Jorever, the word He commanded,
for a thousand generations, the
covenant He made with Abraham,

the oath He swore to Isaac. He
confirmed it to Jacob as a decree,

to Israel as an everlasting
covenant: ‘To you I will give the
land of Canaan as the portion you
will inherit.”

“... then hear from heaven and
forgive the sin of Your people
Israel and bring them back to the
land You gave to them and their
fathers.”

“... then hear from heaven and
forgive the sin of Your servants,
Your people Israel. Teach them the
right way to live, and send rain on
the land You gave Your people for
an inheritance.”

“... then hear from heaven ...
Forgive ... so that they will fear You
and walk in Your ways all the time
they live in the land You gave our
fathers.”

“But if you turn away and forsake
the decrees and commands I have
given you ... then I will uproot
Israel from My land, which I have
given them ...”

“O our God, did You not drive

out the inhabitants of this land
before Your people Israel and give
it forever to the descendants of
Abraham Your friend?”

“T will not again make the feet

of the Israelites leave the land I
assigned to your forefathers, if only
they will be careful to do everything
I commanded them ...”

“You found his heart faithful to You,
and You made a covenant with
him to give to his descendants the
land of the Canaanites, Hittites,
Amorites, Perizzites, Jebusites

and Girgashites. You have kept
Your promise because You are
righteous.”

“... You told them to go in and take
possession of the land You had
sworn with uplifted hand to
give them.”

“You brought them into the land
that You told their fathers to enter
and possess.”

“... we are slaves today, slaves in
the land You gave our forefathers

“Thus He brought them to the
border of His holy land ... He

drove out nations before them and
allotted their lands to them as an
inheritance; He settled the tribes of
Israel in their homes.”
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“He remembers His covenant
Jorever, the word He
commanded, for a thousand
generations, the covenant He
made with Abraham, the oath He
swore to Isaac. He confirmed it to
Jacob as a decree, to Israel as an
everlasting covenant: To you I
will give the land of Canaan as the
portion you will inherit.”

“... Sthon king of the Amorites, Og
king of Bashan and all the kings of
Canaan — and He gave their land
as an inheritance, an inheritance to
His people Israel.”

“... and gave their land as an
inheritance ... an inheritance to His
servant Israel ...”

“The Lord will have compassion on
Jacob; once again He will choose
Israel and will settle them in their
own land.”

“Then will all Your people be
righteous and they will possess the
land forever ...”

“... they will come from a northern
land to the land I gave your
forefathers as an inheritance.”
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“... if you do not oppress the alien,
the fatherless or the widow and

do not shed innocent blood in this
place, and if you do not follow other
gods to your own harm, then I will
let you live in this place, in the land
I gave your forefathers for ever
and ever.”

“Then I will fulfill the oath I
swore to your forefathers, to give
them a land flowing with milk and
honey ...”

“T will send the sword, famine and
plague against them until they are
destroyed from the land I gave to
them and their fathers.”

They said, “Turn now, each of you,
from your evil ways ... and you can
stay in the land the Lord gave to
you and your fathers for ever and
ever.”

“The days are coming,” declares
the Lord, “when I will bring My
people Israel and Judah back from
captivity and restore them to the
land I gave their forefathers to
possess,” says the Lord.

“You gave them this land You had
sworn to give their forefathers, a
land flowing with milk and honey.”

“... Each of you must turn from
your wicked ways ... Then you will
live in the land I have given to you
and your fathers ...”

“This is what the Sovereign Lord
says: I will gather you from the
nations and bring you back from
the countries where you have been
scattered, and I will give you back
the land of Israel again.”

“On that day I swore to them that I
would bring them out of Egypt into
a land I had searched out for them,
a land flowing with milk and honey,
the most beautiful of all lands.”

“.. I swore to them (the rebellious
generation) in the desert that I
would not bring them into the land
I had given them — a land flowing
with milk and honey, most beautiful
of all lands ...”

“When I brought them into the
land I had sworn to give them
and they saw any high hill or any
leafy tree, there they offered their
sacrifices ...”

“Then you will know that I am
the Lord, when I bring you into
the land of Israel, the land I had
sworn with uplifted hand to
give to your fathers.”

“... the Sovereign Lord says: When
I gather the people of Israel from
the nations where they have been
scattered, I will show Myself holy
among them in the sight of the
nations. Then they will live in their
own land, which I gave to My
servant Jacob.”

“T will bring them out from the
nations and gather them from the
countries, and I will bring them
into their own land ...”

“T will provide for them a land
renowned for its crops, and they
will no longer be victims of famine
in the land or bear the scorn of the
nations.”

“You will live in the land I gave
your forefathers; you will be My
people, and I will be your God.”
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“... the Sovereign Lord says: O My
people, I am going to open your
graves and bring you up from
them; I will bring you back to the
land of Israel. Then you, My people,
will know that I am the Lord ... I
will put My Spirit in you and you
will live, and I will settle you in
your own land. Then you will know
that I the Lord have spoken, and I
have done it, declares the Lord.”
